What We Did

Setup a Google group
(4 people initially, now 60+)

Contacted New Jersey Safe Routes To School 
group (September 2009)

Elise Bremer-Nei from SRTS helped us to organize 
our Kick-Off meeting on bike/ped safety in Red 
Bank (October 2009)

Promoted the event through the schools and we 
had a GREAT turnout.



First Six Months
Kick off meeting was a good indication of community 
interest

RB Council adopted resolution supporting our 
application to NJDOT for a Local technical assistance 
bicycle and pedestrian planning grant

Applied for AND received the LTA grant 
(thanks to neighbor Jenny Rossano!)

Developed a very functional dialog with our local 
police department

Have a walking bus workshop scheduled at Primary 
School

Working with RBPD to run a bike safety rodeo next 
month (helmet fittings, bike safety, tune-ups)



Long-term goals
In this for the long-haul 

A safe, east <-> west bike/ped corridor through 
Red Bank for adults and children

Making sure visitors to RB know to EXPECT a lot of 
bikes and walkers

Educating walkers and cyclists

A, safe, family-rideable bike route from the Red 
Bank train station to Sea Bright Public Beach
