ENVIRONMENTAL COUNCIL

Ann Waters reported that at the Environmental Council's December meeting
they discussed the roundtable event scheduled for June 23, 2010 in more
detail. The roundtable will focus on providing information about community
gardens and promoting the concept of community gardens in municipalities.
This event will be held at the Monmouth County Agriculture Building since they
have a rain garden already in place.

In addition, Ms. Waters stated that on January 7, 2010 the council's meeting
will be held at the Mid-town Community School in Neptune. This school has
gone to great lengths to be energy efficient. Assistant Director Goldschlag
asked if she could set up another tour of this school since some of the board
members cannot make the January 7, 2010 tour and have expressed an
interest in attending.

The December Amendment Review Committee meeting was cancelled.

. AGRICULTURE DEVELOPMENT BOARD

Harriet Honigfeld reported that they closed on two farms last week. They
closed on the Jovich Farm in Upper Freehold and, in conjunction with the Park
System, they closed on the Campanella Family Partnership in Upper Freehold.
Ms. Honigfeld stated that they are expecting to close on two more farms in the
next couple of weeks.

Ms. Honigfeld stated that they completed the update to the Farmfand
Preservation Plan.

E. STORMWATER TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Tumer Shell stated the December meeting of the Stormwater Technical
Advisory Committee was cancelled.

F. GREENHOUSE GAS REDUCTION COMMITTEE

Ann Waters stated that the Greenhouse Gas Reduction Committee’s Plan
Review sub-committee met last Monday. They reviewed a draft outline of the
Plan that she worked on which is now referred to as the Monmouth County
Energy Action Plan. They have incorporated a number of different components
to that Plan and will include some of the data from the results of the
greenhouse gas inventory once it is compieted. There will be a separate
section on county operations.

The next meeting of the Greenhouse Gas Reduction Committee will be on
February 2, 2010 at 2:00 p.m.

G. DEVELOPMENT REVIEW COMMITTEE

-Chairman Rettagliata stated that Schedules 1093 A, B, C and D from the
October 13, 2009 meeting, Schedule 1094 D from the October 26, 2009
meeting and Schedule 1095 D from the November 9, 2009 meeting are
available from Secretary Elias if anyone wishes to obtain a copy.

7. OLD BUSINESS

A. Wastewater Management Plan

Assistant Director Goldschlag stated that she received comments back from
NJDEP on the draft Wastewater Management Plan. NJDEP is requesting us to
map 300 foot buffers on all Category 1 streams. NJDEP has GIS data layers
for stream buffers and we asked them to send us this information so we can
comply with their request. In addition, there were some other conditions such
as providing municipal riparian stream buffer ordinances. Assistant Director
Goldschlag answered questions about the WMP from the board.

8. NEW BUSINESS
A. New Grants

Assistant Director Goldschlag stated that our office has received the $50,000
grant that we applied for from NJDEP which will cover the work already
completed on the county’'s Wastewater Management Plan.

In addition, we received another $109,000 grant to assist us with some build-
out and modeling work that we will be doing once the plan is adopted.
Assistant Director Goldschlag stated that $25,000 of that grant money will go to
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the county’s Department of Public Works and Engineering for a beneficial re-
use project at the landfill.

B. Senate Bill No. 2985

Assistant Director Goldschlag reported on Senate Bill 2985 sponsored by
Senators Peter Sarlo and Steven V. Oroho which amends the current Water
Quality Management Planning Rules. Assistant Director Goldschlag distributed
an overview of this bill she prepared. A copy of this overview is attached to
these minutes for reference. Ms. Goldschlag reviewed the highlights of the bill
as listed on the overview.

Assistant Director Goldschiag prepared letters to Senators Sarlo and Oroho for
the board’s approval and the Chairman’s signature which presents our
comments on Senate Bill 2985. Copies of these letters are attached to these
minutes for reference. After the board’s review and discussion, Freeholder
D’Amico suggested that a sentence be added to the section on the notice and
public hearing requirements that suggests that funding and the necessary
information to carry out the noticing requirements be provided to the sewerage
authorities. Mollie Giamanco suggested to send the same letter to Governor-
elect Christie. In addition, Vincent Domidion suggested to changing the word
“arbitrators” on the second page in the third paragraph, fourth sentence fo
“mediators”™. All present agreed to send the letters as drafted with the changes
mentioned above.

9. EXECUTIVE STAFF REPORT

Director Clark and Assistant Director Goldschlag thanked the board for another
great and productive year.

10. PUBLIC COMMENTS

11. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business to discuss, Mollie Giamanco offered a motion to adjoumn
this meeting and was seconded by Corey Folta. All present were in favor.
