WHEREAS, aicohol is the most frequently used drug by high-school seniors, and alcohol
abuse is linked 1o as many as two-thirds of all sexual assaulis and date rapes of teens and
College students and is closely associated with juvenile crime, homicides, suicides, violence
and poor academic performance; and

efforts that will increase community awareness, understanding and action to address underage
drinking in our community and “Keep Our Future Growing.” R
